We all know that recycling is good
for the environment, but it’s also
good news for Knowsley’s finances.

The more we recycle, the more
we save. Failing to hit our recycling
targets means we may have to pay
up to £7m in penalties to the
Government. This could be better
spent on vital services, such as
education and leisure facilities, for
Knowsley residents.

Garden waste
collections start again

After a short break for the winter
months, Knowsley’s green garden
waste collection service has now
restarted. As well as grass cuttings,
leaves, weeds, prunings, shredded
paper and hedge clippings, residents
can also recycle dead flowers in
their blue bin.

As spring approaches, green fingered
residents can help do their bit for the
environment by recycling their garden
waste in their blue bin.

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Taking the lead
with Dog Control Orders

Knowsley Council is taking steps
to cut down anti-social behaviour
by dog owners. Failing to remove
dog faeces and failing to put a dog
on a lead when asked to do so by
a council environmental health
officer or a police community
support officer will be an offence
under new Dog Control Orders.

If people do not follow these orders,
they can be issued with fixed penalty
notices of £75 (reduced to £50 for
early payment) or face a maximum
fine of £1,000 on prosecution.
Persistent offenders will be
prosecuted. Failing to clean up dog
mess is anti-social, puts children at
risk and is difficult and expensive to
clean up. If the plans are approved
by the council, the Dog Control
Orders will be introduced later
this year.

In addition, Cabinet has already
considered detailed reports from:

The Scrutiny Coordinating
Committee on how the process
for applying for benefits and care
services could be made easier.

The Health and Wellbeing
Scrutiny Committee that looked
at why levels of cardiovascular
disease amongst women had risen
in the borough.

The Children, Young People and
Families Scrutiny Committee
suggesting further improvements
on how to support young people
who are not in education,
employment or training (NEET).

A working group of the Economic
Development and Environment
Scrutiny Committee reviewed ways
to improve and develop the
Knowsley Works Plus programme.

Already the findings of a number of their reviews
have been reported to Cabinet and action plans
agreed to implement their recommendations.
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The owners of a luxury cattery
in Huyton have won an award for
‘best start up business’ at the North
West Women in Business awards.
Victoria Corcoran and Craig Hailes
were awarded a trophy and £1,000 for
their Bowring Park Luxury Cattery.

Cllr Michael Murphy, Chairman of
the Safer, Stronger Communities
Committee, who led the review,
said: “It makes sense for the council
to use all the powers available to
address local issues, such as the use
of scrambler bikes on public open
spaces. Bylaws potentially provide
one such solution.”

A Cllr Ken Keith, Knowsley Council's
Cabinet Member for Corporate and
Customer Services added:

“As a Cabinet, we were happy to
support this report. It reflects our
ongoing approach to educate and
raise awareness of key issues, and
where necessary take enforcement
action.

“We will also continue to work
with businesses to raise awareness
of the dangers posed by activities
such as sunbed use and the legal
implications resulting from the
growing trend in some beauty
treatments like body piercing
and the use of semi-permanent
make-up.”

Spring into action
against rogue traders

nowsley Council’s trading
standards are urging residents
not to fall victim to rogue

traders or cold callers who offer to do
the work.

Unscrupulous traders may seize the
opportunity to take advantage by
offering to carry this work out, often
using high-pressure tactics to get you
to agree.

We are offering residents the
following advice:
• Never feel under pressure to make

decisions which could
lead to unnecessary, expensive or
poor quality work being carried out;

• If the elderly or vulnerable need to
have work carried out, they should
contact the Trader Approved Scheme
Knowsley (T.A.S.K) on 546 6680 or
Care & Repair Knowsley on 548 6668;

• You should always get at least
two quotations before agreeing
to get any work carried out;

• Ask someone you trust for
a second opinion;

• If a trader calls at your
home, you have a seven-
day cooling-off period
in which you can
cancel any contract
above £35;

• If you are in any
doubt, contact
